Years Curriculum, your child will need a pair of named wellington

boots in school. Each child will also need to bring a waterproof coat to
school each day as we endeavour to be outdoors come rain or shine!
Please also ensure that every item of your child’s uniform, including

their hats, gloves and coats are clearly named.
