We will be learning about how historians how found out 
so much about this period of time.

In PE this half term, we will be working outdoors 

(when the weather allows) to develop our skill for 

these team sports. Teamwork, communication and 

cooperation will be themes running throughout the 

lessons alongside the skill development.  

RE 

Meanings within Easter 

We will learn about significant 

dates during the Easter period and 

why these are important to 

Christians. We will also learn about 

how these are celebrated.  

MUSIC 

Ceilidh 

This half term’s music lessons will 

be spent working with teachers 

from Music Partnership North East 

to explore ceilidh music, 

responding to it, performing and 

learning about this genre of music. 

DT— Eating seasonally 
We will learn that fruits & vegetables grow in 
different countries based on their climates & 
understand that ‘seasonal’ fruits & vegetables 
are those that grow in a given season. We will 
also design our own tart recipe using this 
learning and apply  basic rules of food hygiene. 

Art— Craft 
We will create mood boards as inspiration, 
learning to tie-dye, weaving and sewing to 

create a range of effects using fabric.
