MATHS 

This half term we will be learning all about 
place value to 20 and then addition and 
subtraction within 20. Children will learn to: 
 Count to and across 20, forwards and backwards, 
beginning with 0 or 1, or from any given number  
 Identify one more and one less than a number to 
20. 
 Identify and represent numbers using objects and 
pictorial representations including the number line, 
and use the language of: equal to, more than, less 
than (fewer), most, least. 
 Read and write numbers from 1 to 20 in numerals 
and words. 
 Read, write and interpret mathematical 
statements involving addition (+), subtraction (–) and 
equals (=) signs  
 Represent and use number bonds and related 
subtraction facts within 20  
 Add and subtract one-digit and two-digit numbers 
to 20, including zero 

 

ENGLISH   

 
Fiction - Traditional Tales 
Using Jack and the Beanstalk as our main text, 
children will be able to retell their own version of a 
traditional tale. They will be able to identify openings 
and endings e.g. A long time ago in a dark forest etc. 
and identify how formulaic sentences are used e.g. 
there was once a… 
Children will then write their own version of a 
traditional tale.
